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 From the Pastor’s Desk... 

HAPPY EASTER!  

Fr. Heim, Fr. Ellis, Deacon Giblin, Deacon Szewczak, Sr. Marie Rose Gibson and I 
wish each of our members---as well as our visitors---the fulfillment of the desire 
felt by St. Paul when he wrote that he wanted "to know Christ and the power 
flowing from his resurrection" (Philippians 3:10).   

FELIX PASCHA!  

The Roman Missal’s Pascha has been translated in the English Missal as “Easter”.  
When I hear “Easter” I think of vertical movement (eg. the sun rises in the east and 
the Son rises on Easter), whereas when I hear Pascha I think of horizontal 

movement. While we require both a vertical and a horizontal dimension to make a Cross, I find that the Paschal, horizontal 
dimension helps me in several ways:  

First, the Latin Pascha connects me immediately with Hebrew Pesach and the historical events that our ancestors experienced 3,200 
years ago when: 1)The Angel of Death passed over their homes; 2) They passed through the Red Sea; 3) They passed through the 
Desert; 4) They passed through the Jordan River; 5) They passed over into the Promised Land. 

Second, Pascha surfaces the ongoing religious dimensions rooted in those historical events. The call to pass over is as real for us as it 
was for those who have gone before us in faith in that we are all called to pass over each day: 1) From slavery to freedom; 2) From 
darkness to light; 3) From sin to grace; 4) From hardly living to abundant life. 

Third, a Paschal horizontal dimension helps me more easily associate today’s Feast with today’s renewal of Baptismal Promises, that 
is:  with committing myself to take the next step on the journey below the surface of events into a deeper and more complete 
relationship with life, self, other and God. 

Finally, I find that by including a Paschal horizontal aspect to my celebration of the Resurrection of the Lord, the vertical Easter 
dimension of the Resurrection gains traction in my daily living.  For more on this, see “10,000 Resurrections” at the Pastor’s Portion 
of our website. 

BAPTISM - Today in each Mass we will take the plunge into Christ again as we renew our baptismal promises and are sprinkled 
with fresh Paschal water.  We have spent the 40 days of Lent preparing to renew our baptismal relationships, and we will spend the 
50 days of Easter reflecting on the life to which a baptized person is called (which is why we hear from the book called the ACTS of 

the Apostles from today through Pentecost Sunday).   
 

“INTO” - I find it clearer to use the phrase "baptized into".  We are baptized into Christ—both Christ the Person 
and the Christ the Process that is his Paschal Mystery lived out in and through the community we call the Church. 
During Lent we focused on our own profound limits and on our need for a Savior—the person Jesus Christ.  
During Easter Season we will focus on the ACTS to which Christ calls us as he invites us to integrate our daily 
passages into his Passover Mystery, to incorporate our daily dyings and risings into his Dying and Rising once for all. 

And so:  Felix Pascha! (Latin); Kalo Pascha! (Greek); Buono Pasqua! (Italian); Feliz Pascua! 
(Spanish); Feliz Páscoa! (Portuguese); and Joyeuses Pâques! (French). 

Our Tradition proposes that the week after Easter Sunday is to be experienced as ONE day, culminating in the Octave (8th) Day---

the Sunday after Easter.  Throughout this week the daily Masses present us with almost all of the post-Resurrection encounters with 
the Lord found in the Gospels, leading up to the critical Gospel of the Octave Day itself---the one Sunday each year when the Gospel 
reading is always the same.  Since this is not normal time for us, our weekday experience will not be normal, in that: 1) Masses will 
be in Chapel not Church; 2) We will celebrate Mass each day that week; 3) Instead of 
Masses at 8:00 AM, the Masses will be at 6:30 PM (Monday – Friday) and 9:00 AM 
(Saturday). 
 

During the nine days from Good Friday to the Sunday after Easter we celebrate the 

Novena of Divine Mercy.  We will pray the novena devotions in Chapel after the 6:30 PM 
Mass this Monday through Friday, and then after the 9:00 AM Mass on Saturday.  Next 
Sunday, Divine Mercy Sunday, we will conclude the Novena with devotions at 3:00 PM.

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Making Chores Into Holy Work  

Giving children chores helps them to contribute to 

the family and become good stewards over what 

God gives us. òThe Lord God then took the man 

and settled him in the Garden of Eden, to cultivate 

and care for itó (Genesis 2:15). When they 

contribute to the household by doing chores, they 

are contributing in an important way to the family. 

Make it a family affair. Assign chores to everyone 

in the family. Let them see that parents have 

chores, too. Give choices. Children can help with 

laundry, meal preparation, caring for pets, yard 

work, or house cleaning. Identify a few jobs to be 

done and let each person pick which one he or she 

wants to do. Connect chores with privileges.  òFor 

each will bear his own loadó (Galatians 6:5). Set 

deadlines and offer rewards if chores are done or 

consequences if they arenõt. Playtime can only 

happen if chores are done well, for example. Show 

appreciation. Earning compliments for a job well 

done is a great self-esteem builder.
